We do not need to change the tense if the reporting verb is in the present, or if the original statement was about something that is still true:


“Mary wants to go to the disco”, Peter says.





Peter says that Mary wants to go to the disco.


“Mary’s boyfriend lives in Paris”, Sue told me.





Sue told me that Mary’s boyfriend lives in Paris.








1- Statements:


“I am tired.” He said.


He said that he was tired.


Reporting verb + that + verb


2- Wh-questions:


“Why did you speak to him?” She asked


She wanted to know why I had spoken to him.


Reporting verb + wh word + verb


3- Yes/No-questions:


“Are you eating Pizza?” She asked.


She asked me if I was eating Pizza.


Reporting verb + if + verb


4- Commands:


“Go out, please!” The teacher said.


The teacher told me to go out.


Reporting verb + to + verb








Personal pronouns change to the third person singular or plural, except when the speaker reports his own words:





I like your new bike”, Mary told him


Mary told him that she liked his new bike.


 “I have never been to the zoo”, I said to my friend.


I told my friend that I had never been to the zoo.

We use reported speech when we want to reproduce what somebody says or said. When we report what somebody said in the past we have to change the tense(s)


Ex: “I feel tired”, he said.


==He said that he felt tired.





We spoke to the chairman


==They told me that they had spoken to the chairman.
